One of the prominent features of Jin Ping Mei, the Ming-
era Chinese classic, is the way it depicts the daily lives of

This article aims to observe the figurative senses of
wellspring, in Pali opanabhita, in the ideal donation in
Dhammapadatthakatha. The study found that the figure that
signifies the unlimited generosity to all lives conveys the
meaning of ideal donation that one may donate a great deal of
items or a meaningful piece of their property without hesitance
and worry about the financial costs of giving up said item. In
this way, it reflects the strong trust of the donor in the virtues
of the monastic order and in the benefits received from the
donation. For the donor, this act of donation will quickly bear
abundant fruit and those who reject or criticize the donation
show an unwholesomeness that could return harm to the
detractor.

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Abstract

Campa is an ancient state in Southeast Asia that has
been influenced by Indian culture, including Indian script. This
research paper studies the form of scripts found in Sanskrit
inscriptions of the Campa. Using descriptive research by
studying photocopies of inscriptions and relevant documents,
the study reveals that the form of scripts is divided into four
groups, including the northern Brahmi script, the southern
Brahmi script with square or rectangular headmark, the
southern Brahmi script from the 6th to 7th century CE, and the
southern Brahmi script from the 8th to 10th century CE.
Although scholars have not found a clear means for dating the
inscriptions with certainty, the scripts found in the Sanskrit
inscriptions of Campa share characters that appear in ancient
works from other kingdoms in this region. Therefore, Sanskrit
inscriptions of Campa have literary values and are valuable as

a historical evidence.

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Abstract

The aim of this study is to examine the distinctive
characteristics of consolation speech acts used by Thai Korean
learners (TKL), Thai native speakers (TNS), and Korean native
speakers (KNS), focusing on the strategies they used in different
situations and with people in different social levels. The result
shows that the three groups all used the 'suggestion' strategy
the most. KNS tend to use ‘expressing sympathy’ strategy more
than TKL and TNS, while the Thais tend to use ‘reassuring’
strategy more than the Koreans. Different social levels do not
significantly affect the strategies used. Korean language teachers
may use the findings in this research to improve language
teaching, so that the consolation speech acts of the Thai Korean

language learners would become closer to the native speakers.
